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Unverified allegations on the deceased student in II'T Mumbai suicide case highly condemnable: ABVP

Governments must take immediate action to stop the increasing incidents of suicide in educational institutions

in the country

Akhil Bharatiya Vidyarthi Parishad strongly condemns the conspiracy to defame Darshan Solanki after the arrest of
classmate Armaan Igbal by the SIT constituted in connection with the tragic suicide of IIT Mumbai student Darshan
Solanki. At the outset of this matter it was observed that several attempts were made by the left affiliated student
organisations and some other organisation to spread caste hatred and disharmony. These malicious attempts to
tarnish the image of IIT Bombay and other educational institutions based on lies and fake narratives are highly
condemnable and unfortunate. Such attempts hamper the educational environment of the institutions which is very

unfortunate and irresponsible.

As a responsible student organisation, ABVP is sensitive towards the problems of all students including students
from Schedule Castes and Schedule Tribes communities. ABVP is relentlessly trying to lead from the front to bring a
positive change in this direction and solve the problems of students. The leftist organisations and some other
organisations have started a false and divisive agenda of caste discrimination in various educational institutions of
the country which is hindering the current need to address the issue of rising number of suicides by the students in
the country, which is ultimately delaying the process of justice. Arrest of the accused in Darshan Solanki case has
silenced the anti-social elements who were trying hard to give a different colour to this matter and were trying to hide

the truth under the fake narrative of caste disharmony.

The tragic instances of suicide cases in the educational institutions of the country are continuously coming to fore.
The government along with educational institutions and other stakeholders must conduct a thorough investigation in
these cases to find the reasons behind this huge problem. It is also important that government must take step in the
direction of curbing the fake news and narratives that are being created by the anti social elements. It needs to be

ensured that anti-social elements do not divert attention by linking such matters with wrong contexts.

National General Secretary of ABVP Yagywalkya Shukla said, "In the recent times there have been several tragic
incidents of suicide by the students in the educational institutions of the country including IIT Bombay. Rapid action
should be taken to put an end to such tragic and heart wrenching incidents.

ABVP further demands that best efforts
and plans along with proper implementation should be made in this direction to stop the suicide cases. The
administration must ensure that there is no place for any kind of discrimination in the campus and should take strict
action against those who contaminate the atmosphere of campuses with fabricated stories. ABVP calls upon the
student community to stand united against any kind of discrimination in the campuses and make our campuses

centers of positive activities — let us work together in this direction.”
