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Vacancies in higher education institutions and schools must be filled soon: ABVP

ABVP's National General Secretary Yagyavalkya Shukla said, "The quality of education is being 

adversely affected due to various vacant posts in government educational institutions of the 

country.The central and state governments must take quick steps in the direction of making 

appointments in a transparent and war footing manner. Presently there is a need to change the system 

of pretentious appointment that is being done on contractual basis or through any other sources. 

ABVP further demands that the Central and State Governments should take immediate steps for all 

possible investment in the education sector which will lead to ultimate growth and development of 

the Nation and the Youth."
